2009 CABA National Championship Rules Summary
No time limit on games, unless weather warrants doing so, in order to complete the tournament within one week.
During pool play, home team is predetermined.  Each team will be the home team two out of four games in pool play.
Only two trips per inning, per pitcher.  Second time, pitcher must be removed.  Pitcher can continue to be in the game in another defensive position.  He also may re-enter as a starter but not back to the pitching position.
All starters may re-enter one time including the pitcher and DH.  In the 13-18 age divisions, pitchers are allowed to re-enter the pitching position as long as they have not been removed because of 2 trips to the mound in the same inning.  They may also come back in another defensive position.  

Maximum of two offensive conferences per inning.  

Between innings, a pitcher is allowed eight warm-ups pitches or one minute.  We are trying to keep the games moving since there is no time limit.  

All catchers must wear a full face mask-not a skull cap.  Mask must cover the ears.  It is recommended that adult coaches wear a helmet while coaching the bases.  These helmets do not have to have ear flaps.  
Using courtesy runners is optional. They can be used for the pitcher or the catcher, and it must be someone not presently in the game.  The same courtesy runner may not run for both positions.  

Bat restrictions-all wood bats must be approved and not be greater than -3.  This does NOT apply to the 13U & 14U divisions where aluminum bats may be used and there are no limitations on length to weight ratio. 

Force play-slide rule:  The high school slide rule will be enforced.  If contact is malicious it would warrant an ejection.

Extra hitter-all teams may use a DH and an EH.  EH may be placed anywhere in the lineup.  The EH is also interchangeable with any defensive position.  If you start the game with a EH you must finish with an EH.  If you have to vacate that spot in the lineup, then an automatic out will be recorded each time that vacated spot comes up.  DH can hit for any of the 9 position players in the starting lineup.  He also may re-enter one time.  A replacement DH may not re-enter.  Once a player being DH’ed for bats, the DH rule is now terminated for the remainder of the game.  He also must be listed in the lineup at the beginning of the game.
Mercy rule-8 after 5 innings, 12 after 4 innings, 15 after 3 innings.

Game time-each team will get a 10 minute grace period to field 9 players.  You must have 9 players to start the game.  You may continue with 8 players due to injury or ejections.  If a coach or manager or fan is ejected, he must leave immediately.  If the player is ejected, he may remain on the bench, but the coach is responsible for his behavior.
All ejections should be reported immediately after the game to the Tournament Directors Mark Andrus, Gerrit Ketelhut, or Joe Denomme (Umpire in Chief).  They will determine the extent of the penalty.  One game minimum suspension will be the norm.  
$100.00 Protest Fee.  If your protest is successful, you will get your money back.  
Absolutely NO tobacco is allowed in the dugout or on the playing field.  This includes smokeless tobacco.  

Maximum of 6 non players permitted in the dugout.  All coaches and players in the dugout must stay in the dugout or dead ball area behind the fence.  There will only be 3 Coaches’ gate passes per team.  The wristbands must be worn.
