2009 CABA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP
HOME RUN DERBY
Contest is limited to three players per team.

Each hitter will get 1 round of pitches.

The object is to accumulate as many points as possible by hitting pitches into the two designated scoring areas. (2 points past the cones & 5 points over the fence)
The player with the most points will be declared the champion.
In the case of a tie in points, the hitter with the most home runs will be declared the winner.  If still tied, we will flip a coin to determine a winner.
Rules:

1.  One of the player’s coaches will pitch to his batters.  In the 16U & 18U 
     divisions, a teammate may pitch to the batter, but must wear a helmet.  

2.  Each batter will get 10 swings.
3.  If a batter lets two good pitches in a row go by, it will count as a swing.
3.  A ball hit in the air over the permanent fence, will be worth five points. 
4.  A ball hit in the air past the designated scoring line (signs), will be worth 
     two points.

5.  A ball hit that bounces over a scoring line is awarded the point at which it
     first hit the ground.

Participation:
Any teams with players wanting to field fly balls are welcome to participate.

Awards:  Given to the Champion and runner-up in each age division.

*Players must be in at least a team jersey and team hat for competition.
They can wear shorts, but they must wear socks and spikes or tennis shoes.  Absolutely no sandals.   
Players may only participate in the age group that their team is registered for the tournament.
